I have been involved in Dalmatians for 40 years. My first Dalmatian was a rescue Dalmatian called Major.
My second Dalmatian was from Mrs Monica Davidsons’s Konavlje line – Konavlje Major Digby Dee – Digby. He was our first show dog and was a real gentleman, although by yesterdays standards a big dog! He was joined in 1980 by a Konavlje bitch – Konavlje the Golden girl – Amber – a liver spotted girl who was a lovely gentle bitch and the foundation of the Roadcoach line in 1982. The first Roadcoach champion was Henri – Ch Roadcoach Royal Henri of Luccombe. Since then I have bred occasionally and selectively including Ch Roadcoach Rose Red and Ch Roadcoach Reve en Rose. I have always bred for temperament as well as show potential and like many breeders have had some Dalmatians who might have done well in the show ring – but who went to live in wonderful pet homes. I have bred several Dalmatians who are PAT dogs (Pet As Therapy Dogs) who visit the elderly or ill people or schools.

I have bred both black and liver spotted Dalmatians and enjoy the company of three Dalmatians at present. I am campaigning Roadcoach Ribbons and Roses JW (Daisy Lily), who gained her junior Warrant. I also have her dam Iris, and DaysyLylly’s 4 month old daughter, Ziva. Both Daisy and Iris are PAT dogs.
I am member of three Dalmatian clubs in the UK including the North of England (NEDC), British Dalmatian Club (BDC), Scottish Dalmatian Club. I am also a member of the Dalmatian Club of America. I am a member of The Kennel Club.

I have been honored to judge Championship Shows in the UK, breed Specialty’s in the USA, Denmark and in France. I also judged the NEDC Dalmatian of the Year in 2004.

I have served two terms on the NEDC committee – in the 1980’s and again in the 1990’s. I was the editor of the Carriage Dog Chronicle for 12 years, produced the clubs information leaflets and instigated the puppy and sales contracts witch have now been adopted by other breed clubs throughout the UK.
